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�YEAR 1 - SPRING TERM 2019





English – 


Reading: We will read a selection of fiction and non-fiction texts, and answer associated comprehension questions. We will continue to build on our phonics knowledge in Read Write Inc sessions.





Writing: In English we will focus on four key texts: The Three Little Pigs, Jack and the Beanstalk, Tell me a Dragon and Dear Fairy God Mother. We will use these stories to create setting and character descriptions and our own mixed up fairy tales.

Maths – 


Place Value: We will practise counting forwards and backwards from any number to 50 and counting in multiples of 2, 5 and 10.


Addition and Subtraction: We will continue to learn umber bond facts and related subtraction facts to 20. We will solve addition and subtraction number sentences and solve one step problems. 


Measure: We will measure length, weight and volume using non-standard and standard units of measure.





History – We will be looking at how our lives were different to those from the post by looking at pictures and artefacts. We will be looking at castles from the middle Ages and their purpose in History.








Science/ DT – We will learn to identify everyday materials, their uses and properties. We will make 3D houses for ‘The Three Little Pigs’ using different materials. We will carry out an investigation to see which house stops the rain coming in by observing, recording and evaluating. 








RE - We will be learning about Jewish people and their customs. This will involve identifying ways Jewish people remember God and celebrate special times.





Geography – We will be use maps to identify the four countries that make up the United Kingdom and their capital cities. 


We will keep a weather chart to answer questions about the weather and the changing seasons.





Music – We will learn two songs: “In the Groove” and “Round and Round”. We will use different instruments to explore pitch and rhythm.








PSHE – We will set ourselves a goal and identify the steps and challenges we might face. We will also learn about how we can make healthy and safe choices.





PE – We will be learning and developing a range of throwing, striking and fielding skills. We will use these skills to compete in net and wall and strike and fielding team games.





Hook – Fairy tale dress up day and a medieval banquet. 





Computing/ Art –We will be designing and creating a fairy tale setting using the computer programme, Paint. We will also be using rolling, cutting, moulding and carving techniques to create fairy tale clay tiles.








Key Vocabulary – Fairy tale, traditional tale, fantasy, pretend, romance, royalty, past, present, medieval, artefacts, banquet, castle, defend, protect, moat, drawbridge, arrow loops, tower, battlements, portcullis, materials, properties, family tree, atlas, map, capital city, Jewish, Torah, Shabbat, Shema, mezuzah, challah bread, kosher and synagogue.





British Values – 


We will learn the names of the main Royals and create a family tree for our own families.


We will look at the national flags of Britain and how they make the Union Jack.





MFL – We will learn how to count and say how we are feeling in French. We will practise answering the register in different languages.
